The Columbarium area is known 
as “The Garden of Folded 
Wings.” It will provide 384 
niches for permanent storage of 
cremains in a tasteful, secure 
setting.  

The niches are available to 
the general public, but 
preference is given to veterans 
and the immediate family 
members of the Eighth Air 
Force.  The Columbarium is 
designed to meet the needs of 
the Eighth Air Force 
community.  

Just as the Museum provides 
an enduring repository for 
materials and artifacts that tell 
the stories of these brave 
servicemen, the Columbarium 
provides a permanent resting 
place for them and their 
immediate family members.

Columbarium Niche Description

• All niches are “double sized” and 
can hold two urns.

• Following inurnment of containers, 
niches are sealed and are 
impervious to most natural 
elements. 

• The face-stone for each niche is 
made of granite and will be 
engraved with the name of the 
occupant, plus one additional line 
of text.

• The Chapel of the Fallen Eagles will 
be available for services in 
connection with the Columbarium.

Fees and Charges for Niche Reservation

• Eighth Air Force Veterans (any era) - $3,750

• Non-Eighth Air Force Veterans - $4,250

• Non-veteran friends of the Mighty Eighth Air 
Force Museum - $4,750

• Opening and closing of niche for a future 
inurnment (spouse, next of kin) - $200

• Assignment of niche spaces will be at the discretion 
of the Administration, but will be assigned in the 
following order:
- Eye level niches to first Subscribers
- Top row niches second
- Knee level niches third
- Bottom level niches fourth

Included in the Niche Package 

• Perpetual care of the Garden of the Folded Wings 
and the Memorial Gardens surrounding the 
Columbarium area

• Use of the Chapel of the Fallen Eagles for 
inurnment memorial services

• Engraving of the face-stone for the niche

• Secure, respectful storage of urns while awaiting 
completion of Columbarium or upon request while 
awaiting formal memorial services

There will be no additional charge for use of the 
Chapel of the Fallen Eagles or engraving of 
face-stone, all included in the cost of the niche.

It is anticipated that fees will change, but no 
increases will be retroactive for those with existing 
reservations of niches.

If you presently have an urn that you would like 
stored in the Museum until niches have been 
completed or memorial services can be scheduled, 
please contact the Museum.
